Frequently Asked Questions

What is the deadline for submitting a SEA Award nomination?

· The last day for submitting a SEA Award nomination is August 12, 2010
What is the deadline for submitting a SEA Award application?

· The last day to submit a SEA Award application is September 2, 2010
Who can be nominated for the SEA Awards?

· Suppliers, primes and tier-ones providing services and product to the Aerospace & Defense Industry

· Individuals recognized for their respective achievements in the Aerospace & Defense Industry

· Companies and/or individuals are not required to be members of the Supplier Excellence Alliance

Who can submit a nomination for consideration?

· Suppliers, primes, tier-ones, SEA staff can submit a nomination on behalf of the candidate

Who can submit a SEA Award Application?

· Only the SEA Award applicant may submit an application
Are the application forms kept confidential?

· Yes.  The information included in the SEA Award applications will be kept in the strictest confidence by the SEA staff and the Panel of Judges

Who comprise the Panel of Judges?

· The Panel of Judges are a select group of volunteers with the SCORE organization that is co-sponsored by the US Small Business Administration

When will the SEA Awards be announced?

· The semi-finalists will be notified on September 9, 2010
· The SEA Awards will be announced at the SEA Awards Banquet on November 10, 2010
Can I invite colleagues and family to the SEA Awards Banquet?

· Yes.  However, tickets will be sold on a first come, first served basis

Where can I receive a SEA Awards application?

· Applications are located on the SEA Website at http://seaonline.org/Awards/ 
If we won an award the previous year, are we eligible for subsequent years in the same category?
· An award winner can reapply and is eligible for the same award category after three years; you can apply in a different award category immediately.
How can I nominate our senior leader or one from another company?
· Individuals can be nominated for the Richard Hall Leadership Excellence Award, which applies to individual leaders.  The application should be completed by people in the organization who know the most about their leadership practices.
Are there some quick tips for writing an application? 

· It is always best to attend the one-hour webcast on “How to Complete the SEA Award Application,” but here are some quick words of advice...
· Make sure to respond directly to the questions in the application 
· Include as many facts as possible to illustrate and support your response to each question 
· Form a team to write the application to ensure the broadest range of inputs to the application 
· Have someone separate edit the application for accuracy, spelling, and grammar 
· On the Richard Hall Award, assemble a team of people who work directly for the senior leader 
· Many people deserve to win an award but the application writing process is not taken seriously – many applications are submitted by someone who did not attend the one-hour webcast
